
What to Do when Your car Gets stuck in Snow

· First, check that the tailpipe is clear and not blocked with snow. Deadly carbon monoxide can build up inside your vehicle if the exhaust pipe is blocked.
· Clear the snow away from vehicles’ tailpipe at least 3 feet. 
· Turn your engine on for 10 minutes every hour to keep warm
· Turn on your hazard lights to alert other drivers.
· To help the tires regain traction, use a shovel (or your hands, cardboard, floor mat, or whatever you have at hand) to clear snow from around the tires.
· Shift between drive (low gear) and reverse in short intervals, then gently accelerate each time, but don’t keep spinning the wheels.
· Letting air out of your tires increases tread surface area.
· Contact your lead or storm manager immediately.
